The Waste Reduction Bill, progressing through the Dáil, aims to 

ban plastic cutlery/plates and establish a deposit/refund scheme  

(DRS) for glass, plastic and aluminium drinks containers.

community is good,” said Sr. Catherine Brennan SSL from Eco 

Congregations, “but we all should be cutting down on all these 

things because there is a huge issue with waste.”
